UPDATE - Student and Family Affordability Fund:
As you may be aware, the Greater Victoria School District has received $1.9 million in one-time funding from
the Ministry of Education and Child Care to assist families temporarily facing financial challenges associated
with going back to school. The Student and Family Affordability Fund has been created to improve food
security and assist parents, guardians, and students with school-associated costs, such as school supplies and
education-related fees. The funds will be provided in as flexible, private and stigma-free manner as possible.
All schools have since been provided with limited funds to help support the following:

e Nutritional food/meals, before, during and after the school day (Grocery gift cards, cafeteria cards)

e Basic goods required for learning such as school supplies and clothing/footwear for school

sports/activities

e Fees for school sports and other school activities (E.g., Grad events)

e Transportation support (E.g., gas cards, bus tickets, but passes)

Proposed Child Care Buildings and Parking Location

Im 2018, the Greater Victoria School District (EWsD) applied to the Ministry of Children and Family Development to create new
child care spaces on 3 number of Greater victoria school District properties. The GWSD was successful in all their applications
and received funding for & number of elementary school locations—Frank Hobks, Doncaster, Macaulay, Victoria West, and
Tillicumn, to names a few. The Greater Wictora School District has applied for further child care funding and was approved for two
exclusive child care units at the Esquimal 3econdary school site.

The child cars units are built by GvsD employess, with two dry units attached to ons wet unit that includes six bathrooms,
storage, and a full kitchen as per the licensing reguirements. The child care units will bz licenszed with one unit offering full-time
infant/toddler care and the other unit licensed for full time care for children ages 3-5 years old. The child care area will have a
dedicated fenced ares for participants with dedicated parking spots fior child care staff within the current lot and dedicated drop
off / pick up parking for child care families.

There are five proposed volleyball courts within the site plan that will be enclosed with fencing for school and community use.
The cowrts will be built and maintzined by 3 third party with student use during school hours and community wse cutside regular
school hours.

All child care spots will be open to the Ezguimalt Secondary school population first and the community second. The child care
units will allow the students 3t Esguimalt 3econdary to obtain practicum hours in & child care setting fior graduation
reguiraments. The V5D is still in the process of finalizing child care providers for the approved sites and will not be teking
waitlist applications.

Dear Parents/Guardians,

Un Tuesday Movember 30th, at approximately 1:00 pm, Esquimalt High will be conducting a lockdown
drill.

Lockdowns occur when there is a perceived threat to the safety of students or staff, usually by an intruder
who has or is thought to have a weapon. Qur Superintendent has requested that all schools in the district
conduct a lockdown drill each year,

We are currently going through a process to prepare for this drill. Teachers will be informing students
and answering any questions they may have about the drill and lockdown procedures. Administrators are
also available to answer questions.

The drill will last approximately one hour. An administrator will come on the P. A, system and say,
“Attention, this is Mr./Mrs. speaking. This is a lockdown drill. [ repeat, this is just a drill.
Lockdown.™

At this time, teachers will go to their doors, check hallways for students and 1f necessary direct them
inside. Doors will be closed and locked, window blinds closed and students will be instructed to remain
quiet, out of sight and off electronic devices. The expectation is that students take the drill as seriously as
they would a fire or earthquake drill,

If during the drill, students find themselves in a hallway, they are to go quickly to the nearest washroom.
If in the washroom, they should remain there, shut the door and lock it if possible, then get in a cubicle
and raise their feet. Students in the gym area will be instructed by a teacher to go to an equipment storage
room, the weight room, or a change room. For the purposes of the drill, any students outside, such as a
PE class will assemble at the far end of the field.

The administration and officers from the Victoria Police Department will spend 30-45 minutes inspecting
the halls and grounds to assess the lockdown response. Administration and police officers will go door to
door to end the lockdown drill.

Please discuss this with vour child{ren). If you have any guestions or concerns about the drill or
lockdown procedure, please call one of the school administrators at 250-382-9226.
